A Logic Model is a graphic blueprint of the key elements of a proposed program. It looks at inputs, activities, outputs, outcomes, and impacts. Just about every type of funder expects to see a Logic Model in the program design section of a grant application. To use this template, simply replace “Year #” with the appropriate year number (such as “Year 1”) and type in your information, making sure to replace the italicized placeholder text with your own text.
Remember: If you have a multiple-year program, you need to have multiple-year Logic Models. Each year’s Model should show a set of inputs, activities, outputs, outcomes, and impacts on its own page.
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
